Disney!  And it isn’t any of that cgi 

reality show! Memorable effects include 
pounding thunder, lightning, rain, and a 

reveals four levels of workers both inside 
and out, complete with scaffolding, 
cranes, and pulleys hoisting buckets, 

breathtaking. Donkeys, zebras, camels, 
and wagonloads of fowls, freight and 
small mammals are led aboard, while 
amongst them everything from geese, 
skunks, horses, monkeys, goats and 
sheep scamper up the gangplank by 
themselves. Giant tortoises struggle to 
keep up. Meanwhile, flocks of birds fly

A merger of lighting design and 
costuming causes parts of the costumes 
to seemingly burst aflame with swirling 
colors— a brilliant effect.
